HE Star Online survey

shows that bread and

noodles are the pre-
ferred choice of Malaysians
as a substitute for rice,

Out of 4,620 respondents,
almost half chose bread and
noodles.

The survey was conduct-
ed amid reports that the
consumption of rice is on
the decline as more people
switch to healthier carbohy-
drates.

Bread was the choice of
22% of respondents, fol-
lowed closely by noodles at
21%.

Vegetables received 14%
of the votes.

Pasta came in fourth,
securing 10% followed by
fish which garnered 9%.

Next was wheat with 8%

Commenting on the
results, Nutrition Society of
Malaysia president Dr Tee E
Siong advised the public to
opt for healthier alternatives
to white bread.

“Eating white bread is
similar to taking rice,” he
said, adding they should eat
bread made from whole-
meal flour.

“Brown bread may not be
made of wholemeal flour as
caramel might have been
used to achieve the colour.

“Multi-grain bread could
also be made of normal flour
with different grains added,”
